Position Statement Adopted September 16, 2010

Florida Federation of Garden Clubs, Inc. is committed toresuring the availability of water resources that are

safe for consumption, recreation, irrigation and sanitation without endangering essential ecosystems.

With over 50,000 miles of rivers and streams; 7,800 lakes; 4,500 square miles of estuaries and bays; more than 700
springs; and one of the highest producing aquifers in the world, Florida has an abundance of water resources of
exceptional ecological, ecomoic and recreational value.

Unfortunately, Florida also faces some of the most challenging water quality issues in the nation. Our precious
water resources are stressed due to population growth and urban development, hydrologic modifications,

drought, satwater intrusion and the proliferation of exotic vegetation. Additionally, nutrients from excessive use

of fertilizers; bacteria from inadequately treated sewage and from stematter drains; organic matter from

debris; heavy metals from industrial dischasy mining, landfills, incinerators, power plants and runoff from

roadways; and pesticides and herbicides from agricultural fields, lawns, termite control and golf courses

contribute to unsafe levels of pollution. Florida has over 1,000 water bodies @esidoo polluted for drinking,
fishing, and swimming; and Florida’s entire coastline
